Pursuant to Article 93 (4) of the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo, Article 4.2 (b), 11.3, 86 of the Law No. 2004/1 on Road Transport, Paragraph 1 and 2 of Article 4, Article 7 of Law No. 02/L-127 on Amending the Law on Road Transport No. 2004/1 and Article 4 (3) of the Rules of Procedure of the Government No. 01/2007. 

In order to determine the procedure on issuing permits to perform international road transport of passengers, access and transit through the territory of Kosovo.

Hereby issues:
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 2/2009 
ON ISSUING PERMITS TO PERFORM THE INTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS, ACCESS AND TRANSIT THROUGH THE TERRITORY OF KOSOVO
Article 1

Purpose

With this Administrative Instruction are defined criteria and procedures for issuing and revoking permits for the passenger’s road transport Operator that performs international road transport, access and transit passage through the territory of Kosovo.
Article 2

The scope

The activity of international road transport of passengers, access and transit passage through the territory of Kosovo by bus practices the passenger’s road transport Operator, hereinafter "the Operator",  equipped with a permit from the Ministry of Transport and Communications hereinafter "the Ministry".
Chapter I

Criteria for the realization of the right to permit
Article 3 

Professional Competence
     Professional Competence shall be met if: 

            1.1. The natural person-manager who manages the Operator possesses a certificate of professional competence for manager for international road transport of passengers foreseen under the Administrative Instruction 2006/15 which is employed with and evidenced in the Operator holding license A, B and D.

            1.2. The drivers are equipped with a certificate of driver professional competence in accordance to the Administrative Instruction 2006/15.
Article 4
Good reputation 


Good reputation is met if the Operator manager and Operator have no legal obstacles. 

Article 5

Financial credibility
Financial credibility is met if the Operator owns a bank guarantee with the same term of validity of the permit, in one of the banks or other licensed financial institutions in Kosovo: 

1.1. For regular international transport to a distance up to 500 km for the first bus €2.000, for each additional bus €1.000. 

1.2. For regular international transport to a distance over 500 km for the first bus €3.000, for each additional bus €2.000.
Article 6 

 Meeting the technical standards
Technical standards are met if the Operator: 

1.1. Owns the buses in good condition which must meet technical standards of gas emission as well as road safety; 

1.2. Holds ownership over buses or rents them to a distance over 500 km; 

1.3. Holds ownership over buses to a distance up to 500 km.
Chapter II 
Permit for regular international road transport of passengers for
 local transport Operators
Article 7
Issuance of permit
1. The Ministry issues permits to a local Operator to perform regular activities of international road transport of passengers on scheduled international line.

2. The permit contains a departure and a return. 

3. The permit is issued with accompanying documents such as: order of travel, itinerary, price list, cooperation contract and bus certificates for rented buses. 

4. Permit is issued in a period up to five (5) years. 

Article 8
The permit issuing procedure
1. Permit for regular international transport of passengers is issued in one (1) copy per a departure in the required line, additional permits may be issued for the same departure at the request of road transport Operator; 

2. Number of permits required by the Operator should be in accordance with the frequency of performing the transport, kilometers and the bus number with which applies for the required line.

3. Application for obtaining permit for regular international transport of passengers is made within first fifteen (15) days prior the end of the quarter (15 January, 15 April, 15 July and 15 October) of the calendar year. 

Article 9
Documentation required for application
1.  The Operator applying for a permit shall submit the following documentation: 

      1.1. Application and receipt confirming payment of €50 fee; 
                    
      1.2. Category B or D license for road transport of passengers issued by the Ministry; 

1.3. Cooperation contract for the performance of transport activity in regular line with a         foreign Operator who is based in the line country of destination; 

1.4. Map with the itinerary; 

1.5. Travel order, bus stops, border crossings, days of operation, kilometers, hours of departure and arrival; 

1.6. The price list; 

1.7. The original evidence on meeting of financial credibility; 

1.8. The original or certified copy of evidence on meeting the professional competence for managers; 

1.9. The original or certified copy of evidence that meets the specific conditions under Article 10 or 11 of this Administrative Instruction; 

1.10. The original evidence issued by the Ministry of Economy and Finance that the Operator has no obstacles of administrative-fiscal nature for the last semiannual fiscal period; 

1.11. Evidence issued by a competent court that the manager of the Operator and the Operator do not have legal obstacles. 

2.  Documentation required in sub-paragraph 1.3, 1.4, 1.5 and 1.6 of Paragraph 1 of this Article must be original in the official languages of Kosovo and in one foreign languages and to be certified by the two cooperating Operators. Number of copies should be in the same amount of the states transits the line itinerary including the state where the line begins and ends.
Article 10
Special Conditions for obtaining permission to report on 500 km
1. For regular international transport of passengers to a destination over 500 km, the Operator must meet the following specific conditions: 

1.1. Have in ownership or leased at least one (1) bus for a permit. For each additional permit in the same departure to have in ownership or leased at least one (1) bus. Bus must satisfy the following conditions: 

1.1.1.  Not be older than 15 years from the year of production, if rented on application; 
1.1.2   Ownership and a valid certificate issued according to the license B or D. 
1.1.3.  Sufficient space for luggage; 
1.1.4.  Roadworthiness; 
1.1.5.  Must have at least 25 seats; 
1.1.6.  Rented bus that is headquartered outside Kosovo should have a valid registration and insurance in the state where the headquarters is located. 
1.1.7. Bus in ownership must have a valid registration and insurance in Kosovo. 

2. The term of bus lease contract should be a minimum or equal to the permit validity term and should be drafted in the official languages in Kosovo, signed and certified by both sides.
Article 11
Special Conditions for obtaining permission to a distance to 500 km

 The Operator must meet the following specific conditions as regards of the regular international transport of passengers in destination to 500 km:
    1.1. Posses at least one (1) bus per a permit. For each additional permit on the same departure must have at least one (1) bus in ownership. The bus must satisfy the following conditions:
1.1.1. Possess a valid certificate according to the B or D license; 
1.1.2. Sufficient space for luggage;
1.1.3. Valid technical control;                                                                                                                                                                          
                     1.1.4  Posses a valid registration and insurance in Kosovo.                 








    
                                                      
                                                                      Article 12 
                                                      Fee for Obtaining the Permit


 The Operator must pay a fee in order to obtain the permission for regular international transport of passengers:
1.1. For a destination over 500 km must pay €1.000 fee, for each additional permit 10% of the first permit.
1.2. For a destination to 500 km must pay a €500 fee, for each additional permit 10% of the first permit.

                                                          Article 13 
                                                   Permit Extension


1. The Operator should apply for extension of permit sixty (60) days prior the permit validity expires; 

2. The Operator is obliged to attach evidence to the application in order to meet the conditions stipulated under Article 9, 10 or 11 of this Administrative Instruction.
Article 14
Local Operator Possession of Documentation in the Course of Regular International Transportation of Passengers
  The Operator, while performing regular international transport of passengers, should possess:
1.1. Original copy of permit for regular international transport issued by the Ministry;
1.2. Bus certificate issued in accordance with license B or D on behalf of local Operator if the bus is in ownership;
1.3. Bus Certificate issued in accordance with the permit for regular international transport of passengers on behalf of local Operator, for rented buses;
1.4. Documentation certified by the Ministry in accordance with the sub-paragraph 1.3, 1.4, 1.5 and 1.6 of Paragraph 1, Article 9 of the Administrative Instructions;
1.5. Evidence of professional competence stipulated under Paragraph 2, Article 3 of this Administrative Instruction.
Chapter III 
                 Permit for Regular International transport for access to the territory of Kosovo 
Article 15

Issuing the Permit


1. The Operator with headquarters outside the territory of Kosovo has the right to operate in the territory of Kosovo if in possession of permit for access issued by the Ministry, if with international arrangements is not regulated otherwise;

2. Permit for regular international transport of passengers for access to the territory of Kosovo is issued upon the application submitted by foreign Operator, through the competent authority where the foreign Operator is headquarted.

3. Permit is issued in one (1) copy per a departure for the required line. At the request of the Operator through the competent authority where the foreign Operator is headquartered may be issued additional permits for the same departure.
4. For each additional permit in existing line is issued one (1) copy with the same number and duration to the term of the permit which is issued by the Ministry on behalf of local Operator.
   Article 16

 Fee for Obtaining Permit

 For obtaining the permit for regular international transport of passengers for access to the territory of Kosovo, the foreign Operator shall pay the fee:
1.1. For a destination over 500 km, €500, while  for each additional permit 20% of the first permit.
1.2. For a destination to 500 km, €300, while  for each additional permit 20% of the first permit.
 Article 17 
      Obligations of Foreign Operator


1. In the course of carrying out the activities of international transport of passengers in the territory of Kosovo, the foreign Operator must possess an original permit for access and accompanying documentation certified by the Ministry.

2. The foreign Operator who owns a permit to access the territory of Kosovo can not carry out internal transport of passengers in the territory of Kosovo (cabotage).
Article 1

Travel Order in Regular International Transport of Passengers


1. In the regular international transport of passengers outside Kosovo and access to the territory of Kosovo, the Operator should adhere to the travel order which is confirmed by the Ministry in accordance to the stipulated criteria.

2. Travel order in regular international transport of passengers can not have more than three (3) stations in the territory of Kosovo, stations for loading or unloading of commuter are the bus stations licensed by the Ministry.

3. Travel order must contain only a departure and return, and the local Operator and foreign Operator must specify the mode (frequency) of the departure and return.
Article 19

Schedule, Deadline and Drafting the Travel Order
1. The departure which, in the travel order in international line, has at least one same station in the territory of Kosovo and a same station in the country of destination and 50% of the same itinerary (route) with the existing line itinerary, which is required by the Operator in the destination up to 500 km should have a protection time before and after the existing departure, certified by the Ministry, in amount of at least thirty (30) minutes in the territory of Kosovo.

2. Protection time, procedures, deadlines, criteria and the method of carrying out the regular transport of passengers Kosovo-Albania is defined by bilateral agreement and decision of the Minister No. MTPT/525/09, dated 05/10/2009. 

3. Hours of departure in the travel order in international line required by the Operator to a destination over 500 km should be in full hour in bus stations licensed by the Ministry. The Ministry may issue permits to more than one Operator for the same departure time; 
2. Period of validity of the travel order is the same with the permit validity term;
3. Travel order is compiled by the Operator in cooperation with the foreign contractor, in accordance with local and international norms.    
Article 20 

Bus Certificate for International Transport

1. Buses rented from local Operator, with which it applies in international transport of passengers to a destination over 500 km, shall be subject of the bus certification procedure;

2. The Operator, for each bus rented, with which it applies, is obliged to attach to the application evidences on meeting the conditions stipulated under Article 10 of this Administrative Instruction.

3. Certificate for rented bus for international transport of passengers is issued pending the permit validity term.

Article 21 
     Procedure for Bus Certification 

1. Procedure for certification of rented bus is lead by the international transport sector, which is obliged to retain the evidence;

2. If the Operator applies for replacement of an existing bus certificate, the same is obliged that within fifteen (15) days from the date of reporting to replace it with another bus which meets the conditions and criteria under section 10 of this Administrative Instruction.

3. Buses that are certified on behalf of the Operator may not be certified for the same period of time for other Operators certified for regular international transport of passengers.
Article 22

Fee for Obtaining the Bus Certificate

To obtain the certificate, the Operator will pay the fee in amount of fifty (50) € for each bus, on behalf of the Operator's permit.                               
Chapter IV 
Regular Permit for Transit Transport

Article 23

 Issuance of permit


1. Operator who is headquartered outside the territory of Kosovo has the right to transit through the territory of Kosovo, if it possesses a transit permit issued by the Ministry or if by an international agreement is not regulated otherwise.

2. Permit for regular international transport of passengers in transit through the territory of Kosovo can be issued, upon the request submitted by the foreign Operator, through the competent authority where foreign Operator is headquartered.

3. Permit is issued in one (1) copy per a departure in the requested line, for each additional permit in the existing line is issued one (1) copy and shall be issued in the same duration with the permit issued by the competent authority of the state where the foreign Operator is headquartered.

                                                           Article 24 
                                                            Fee for obtaining permit


For obtaining the first permit for regular international transport of passengers in transit through the territory of Kosovo, the foreign Operator pays the fee of €500, while for each additional permit 20% of the first permit.
                                                                      Article 25 
                                         Obligations of Foreign Operator


1. The foreign Operator, in the course of conducting regular international transportation of passengers in transit through the territory of Kosovo should possess original, regular transit permit and accompanying documentation certified by the Ministry.

2. The foreign Operator holding a permit for regular international transport of passengers in transit through the territory of Kosovo is forbidden to carry out internal transport of passengers in the territory of Kosovo (cabotage).
Chapter V 

Permission for free international road transport of passengers

Article 26

Issuance of Permit

1. Permit for free, time-to-time transport and free transport is issued at the request of the Operator, except occasional circular transport.

2. Permit for free, time-to-time transport is issued in one (1) copy for a maximum of twenty (30) trips with departures and returns for a specified period of time and not longer than six (6) months.

3. Permit for free, occasional transport is issued in one (1) copy for a maximum of one (1) trip with departures and returns for a specified period of time and not longer than one (1) month.                                                       
Article 27

Documentation required for application


1. The Operator applying for a permit must submit the following documentation:
1.1. Application and receipt in amount of  €50;
1.2. A, B or D license for road transport of passengers issued by the Ministry;

1.3. A license issued by the Ministry of Trade and Industry on tourism activities;

1.3.1. Or a contract with a tourist agency, certified by competent authorities, according to the subsection 1.3;
      1.4. Destinations with the operating dates; 
 
            1.5. Map with the route of travels in departures and returns; 


1.6. Contract on transportation signed between the Operator and the transport orderer;


1.5.1 Transport orderer may be sports clubs, workers unions, religious communities, cultural-artistic associations, associations of pensioners, NGOs, state institutions, physical or legal entity who is charged to take steps to sign a contract or on collective payment per service or take all bookings and payments before departure.
    
1.6.  Travel account book on behalf of the Operator;

2. For a free international transport of passengers to a destination over 500 km the Operator must met the special conditions foreseen under Article 10 of this Administrative Instruction or possess a bus certificate according to the A license. 


3.  For a free international transport of passengers to a destination to 500 km the Operator must met the special conditions foreseen under Article 11 of this Administrative Instruction or possess a bus certificate according to the A license. 
Article 28

Permit Fees and the Travel Account Book
1. For obtaining the first permit for free international transport, except ocassional circular transport, the local Operator pays a fee in amount of €100, while for each additional permit 50% of the first permit.

2. Travel account bosk, according to the point 1.6, Paragraph 1 of Article 27 shall be taken and certified by the Ministry for a fee (€50).   
Article 29 
Operator Possession of Documentation in the course of carrying out
free international transport of passengers 
1. In the course of time-to-time free international transport or cheap ocassional international transport of passengers, except for occasional circular transport, the Operator must possess:
1.1. Originial permit for free ocassional transport issued by the Ministry, valid only for the free time-to-time transport;
1.2. Lejen për transport të lirë të rastit në origjinal të lëshuar nga Ministria, vlen vetëm për transportin e lirë të rastit duke përjashtuar transportin qarkor të rastit;

1.3. Bus certifikate according to the licence A, B or D on behalf of the local operator if the bus is in ownership; 
1.4. Bus certificate issued under the permit for free bus transport of passengers on behalf of local Operator, for rented buses;
1.5. Documentation certified by the Ministry according to the sub-paragraph 1.3,1.4 and 1.5 of Paragraph 1 of Article 27 of this Administrative Instruction.
1.6. List of passengers with serial number from the travel account book according to the sub-paragraph 1.6, Paragraph 1 of Article 27;
1.7. List of passengers must be closed from the point of departure and certified by the Operator and the competent authorities at the border (Border Police);
1.8. Evidence of professional competence envisaged under Paragraph 2, Article 3 of this Administrative Instruction.
Article 30
Possession of Operator’s Documentation during Execution of Free International Circular Transport of Passengers
The Operator, in the course of Execution of Free International Circular Transport of Passengers, should possess:
1.1 Original or certified copy of License A, B or D for road transport of passengers issued by the Ministry;
1.2. List of passengers with serial number from the travel account book according to the sub-paragraph 1.6, Paragraph 1 of Article 27;
1.3. Kontratën për transport ndërmjet Operatorit dhe porositësit të transportit;    Transportation contract between the Operator and the transport orderer;
1.4. Evidences of professional competence envisaged under the Paragraph 2 of Article 3 of this Administrative Instruction;
1.5. Passengers list should be closed from the departure point and certified by the Operator and the competent authorities at the border (Border Police);
Chapter VI 
             Permission for free transport for access to the territory of Kosovo

Article 31 

Issuing the Permit

1. Permit for free transport and access to the territory of Kosovo, except for occasional circular transport is issued upon the request submitted by the foreign Operator, through the competent authority where the foreign Operator is headquartered.

2. Permit for time-to-time free transport and access to the territory of Kosovo is issued in 1 (one) copy for a maximum of thirty (30) trips and certain period of time but not longer than six (6) months.

3. Permit for free occasional transport and access to the territory of Kosovo, except for occasional circular transport is issued in 1 (one) copy for maximum one (1) travel and certain period of time but not longer than one (1) month.
 Article 32 
 Permit Fees 

To obtain permit for free international transport and free access to the territory of Kosovo, except the free, occasional circular transport, the foreign Operator pays a fee in amount of €100, while for each additional permit 50% of the first permit.
Chapter VII

Permit for Free Transit Transport through the Territory of Kosovo

Article 33

Issuance of permit
1. Permit for free transit transport through the territory of Kosovo, except for circular occasional transportation transit, is issued upon the request submitted by the foreign Operator, through the competent authority where foreign Operator is headquartered.
2. Permit for time-to-time, free, transit transport through the territory of Kosovo is issued in one (1) copy, upon request of the competent authority where the Operator is headquartered.

3. Permit to occasional, free, transit transport through the territory of Kosovo, except for circular occasional transportation transit, is issued in one (1) copy for a maximum of one (1) travel and specified period of time but not longer than one (1) month.

Article 34 
 Permit Fees

 To obtain the first permit for free transit transportation through the territory of Kosovo, except for occasional circular transportation transit, foreign Operator pays a fee in amount of €100, while for each additional permit 50% of the first permit.
Chapter VIII

  Procedure, Revocation and Replacement of All Types of Permits
Article 35
Procedures for issuing all Types of Permits 


1. Completed documentation must be submitted with the Ministry by an authorized person of the Operator.

2. The Commission, appointed by the Ministry, verifies and assesses the documentation submitted by the applicant. Members appointed to the Commission must come from the Ministry- Road Transport Department.

3. If the commission concludes that the Operator has not met the permit requirements and has not completed the necessary documentation, it may be allowed a deadline of 7 (seven) days to complete the documentation.

4. Within thirty (30) days from the commission evaluation date, the Ministry must inform the Operator if his request is approved or rejected.
Article 36

Refusal of Request for Issuing the Permit
Application for obtaining permit is refused if: 

1.1. It does not meet the criteria and conditions established by legislation in force which regulate the field of road transport of passengers; 

1.2. Untrue evidences about the data required for obtaining the permit are presented; 

1.3. It wants to extend the validity of the permit and fals to meet the conditions for its issuance.
Article 37

Permit Invalidity
1. The permit is invalid when:

1.1. Operator bankrupts or is liquidated; 

1.2. Upon expiration of the validity term; 

1.3. In it are made unreadable or missing: 

      1.3.1.   Operator name and address of the headquarters;

i. Signature and stamp of the competent authority concerned;

ii. Validity period date of commencement and expiration. 

       Article 38 
   Permit Replacement
1. Replacement of permit is made upon the request of the Operator in cases when declared missing, stolen, destroyed or lost validity under this Article. 

2. Operator requiring replacement of permit under this Article is given a 1 (one) month temporary authorization from the Ministry - The Road Transport Department to continue operations until the completion of required verification.

3. After performing the verifications, a replacement permit with the same content shall be issued, but with different identification number.

Article 39

Permit Changes
1. In case the Operator changes name, or other data, confirmed with the license or request for change bases reasonably request, on his request are made respective amendments or replacements to the permit or accompanying documentation with the same validity period and another identification number, by archiving previously the old permit, for a 25% of the permit fee.

2. Assessment for amendment or replacement must be made by the commission appointed by the Ministry.                                                                           
Article 40

Permit Revocation
1. Permit shall be revoked by the body which issued it when: 

1.1. Operator no longer meets the criteria for realizing the right to permit: 

1.1.1 The Operator does not comply with professional competence, that is given to sixty (60) days for the replacement and appointment of another person; 
1.1.2. Operator of severs contract of cooperation with foreign Operator, that is given within sixty (60) days for the connection of new cooperation contract. 


1.2. This is required by its possessor; 

1.3. The permit holder violates the obligations set forth in the legislation in force;

1.4. Operator transfers the permit, to a different Operator; 

1.5. Fails to carry out 25% of departures envisaged with the principle of reciprocity in a three (3) month period; 

1.6. Operator uses forged permit, authorization or certificate; 

1.7. It is proved that the Operator has submitted incorrect information or falsified in regards with the data required to obtain the permit; 

1.8. If it loses the right to permit;

1.9. If it fails to report on the number of trips conducted and the number of passengers carried in both directions in a period of three (3) months;
Article 41

Permit Revocation Proposal 


1. The proposal for initiating the procedure for revocation of the permit makes the road transportinspector which through the Secretary addresses it to the Minister. 


2. Minister appoints a commission that will review the proposal and assess whether the proposal to initiate the procedure for revoking the permit was based and proposes the Minister to take a decision to revoke the permit or reject the proposal of the inspectorate.
Article 42

Obligations of the Operators in Possession of Permits
1. Operator equipped with a permit is required:

1.1. To comply with laws and other sub-legal acts which regulate the field of road transport of passengers; 

1.2. To possess the original permit, together with the accompanying documentation  during transport; 

1.3 The Ministry must be notified for any change of the data according to which the permit has been issued, which can approve or reject it; 

1.4. To prepare quarterly reports on the number of trips carried out and the number of passengers carried in both directions, these reports shall be submitted no later than within fifteen (15) days from the expiration of the quarter in Ministry- Road Transport Department and must be kept for at least two (2) years;

1.5. To provide passengers a ticket which must contain the name of the Operator, the serial number, price, destination, date and time of departure where the ticket data must be identical to permit data during transport; 

1.6. To inform the Ministry on the beginning of departure;

1.7. To prohibit smoking inside the bus and to offer equal conditions to all passengers;

1.8. To use all bus stations certified in accordance with the travel order issued by the Ministry;

1.9. To hold on to provisions specified in the Code of Conduct for Bus Drivers and other staff under the Administrative Instruction No.2008/1 issued by the Ministry.
Article43 
Other
1.  Permit may not be alienated by its holder to another transport Operator. 

2.  If the Operator within thirty (30) days from the date of issuance does not withdraw the permit then it shall be deemed to have waived. 

3.  Travel account book foreseen under sub-paragraph 1.6 of Article 27 and a copy of the lists for trips performed must be retained at the headquarters of the Operator at least two (2) years.
Article 44 
Duties of the Ministry
1. The Minister issues permits for international road transport of passengers, access and transit through the territory of Kosovo, while the other accompanying documentation approved with the permit shall be confirmed by the Director of Road Transport Department.

2. The Ministry shall provide the Border Police with samples of documents, with which must be equipped Operators who perform international road transport of passengers, access and transit through the territory of Kosovo.

3. The Ministry, after issuing the permit to the local Operator, to perform the activity of international road transport of passengers, ask from the competent authorities of the other state, issuance of permits for access or transit through their territory.

4. The Ministry, after the issuance of permits for foreign Operator, regarding the access or transit through the territory of Kosovo, shall inform the competent authorities of the other state.

5. To obatin permit for regular international road transport, the Ministry issues no permits for local Operators without obtaining consent from the country which is the final destination.                                                                              
Article 45

Records Keeping


Department of Road Transport- passengers international transport sector will keep the register and a copy of permits, travel account book and accompanying documentation issued pursuant to this Administrative Instruction, which must be kept at least five (5) years.                                                     
Article 46 
Permit Form and Content 


The form, content of permits and accompanying documents (bus certificate, the timetable of travel) are annexed to this Administrative Instruction.
Article 47
Appeal
1. Dissatisfied party may file a complaint in the Ministry according to the Law on the Administrative Procedure in force.
2. Proceedings may be initiated in the competent court against the decision of the commission of the Ministry in regards of the complaint.
Article 48 

Revenues

The revenues generated under this Administrative Instruction are deposited in the Budget of the Republic of Kosovo.
Article 49 

Transitional and Final Provisions

1. Permits issued before the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction are valid until the expiration of validity period.

2. Criteria-certificate of professional competence for the driver starts to apply six (6) months after the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction.
Article 50 
 Repealing Provisions

On the day this Administrative Instruction enters into force the Administrative Instruction No. 2006/8 for issuing permits for road transport of passengers outside Kosovo, access and transit through the territory of Kosovo and any other act that is inconsistent with this Administrative Instruction shall be repealed.
Article 51

Entry into force

This Administrative Instruction shall enter into force on the day of its signing by the Minister of Transport and Communications.
