Minister of Infrastructure, pursuant to Article 93 (4) of the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo, in accordance with Article 8, paragraph 1.2, and Articles 10, 22, 23, 92 and 93 of the Law no. 04/L-063 on Kosovo Railways, Article 38, paragraph 6, of Regulation on the Work of Procedure of the Government no. 09/2011 and Article 8, paragraph 1.4 of Regulation no. 02/2011 on the areas of administrative responsibility of the Office of the Prime Minister and ministries, issues:
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 02/2012
FOR LICENSING OF RAILWAY TRANSPORT OPERATORS 
Article 1

Purpose
This instruction determines the conditions, criteria and procedures for the issuance, suspension and revocation of license on railway enterprises that operate railway transport services in Kosovo.
Article 2

Scope of enforcement
1. Railway Regulatory Authority (RRH) is the body responsible for the licensing of railway enterprises that operate railway transport services in Kosovo.
2. RRH issues licenses to railway enterprises in a transparent and non-discriminatory way, not later than three months after receipt.

                                                               Types of national licenses
1. RRH issues the following types of licenses for operation of rail transport in Kosovo:
1.1. License for passengers railway services (License A)
1.2. License for railway freight services (License B)
1.3. License for the combined services of passengers and freight (License C = A + B) and
       1.4.             License for the maintenance of railway transport means (D License).
Article 4

European licenses
1. Valid licenses issued to railway operation by any licensing body of the European Union will be considered valid in Kosovo if they are in accordance with the legislation of Kosovo.
2. Upon acceptance for review of the European license for railway operation, RRH notify the holder of the license within thirty (30) days if the license is in compliance with legislation.
Article 5

                                                                  The licenses of SEETO
1. Valid licenses issued by the licensing body, participant in SEETO, signatory of the Transport Community Agreement, will be considered valid in Kosovo if deal with railway operation, in accordance with the Kosovo Legislation, and the Ministry has, or reach agreement with the relevant ministry of that country for the mutual recognition of licenses issued for operation in railway transport.
2. After receiving the license for review, RRH shall notify the license holder and the Ministry within thirty (30) days if the license is in accordance with legislation of Kosovo.
Article 6

Other foreign licenses
1. Valid licenses issued by any foreign licensing body for railway operation are considered valid in Kosovo if they are in compliance with the legislation of Kosovo and the Ministry has, or reaches an agreement with the relevant ministry of that country for the recognition of licenses.
2. After receiving the license for review, RRH shall notify the license holder and the Ministry, within sixty (60) days, if the license is in accordance with legislation of Kosovo.
Article 7

Amendment of license
1. For all changes made to the conditions and criteria under which the railway operator has obtained a license, shall require the consent of the RRH.
2. ARH within thirty (30) days makes a decision and inform the applicant.
Article 8

                                       Rejection of the application for license
1. The application for a license to operate the railway transport will be refused if:
1.1 The operator does not meet the criteria and licensing requirements set by the Law no. 04/L-063 for Kosovo Railways and this Administrative Instruction;
1.2.The applicant has submitted incorrect information about the data required for a license;
1.3.Requires to renew the license and does not meet the conditions
Article 9

The suspension of the license
1. RRH may suspend the license if:    

1.1. This is required by the court until the final decision;

1.2. When considered that there are breaches of legislation governing the railway sector;
2. Procedure for suspension of a license does ARH.
3. RRH within three (3) days appoints the commission which will, review the proposal for suspension of license.
4. If it is verified that the request for suspension is based and the operator is responsible, the Commission may take appropriate measures to the proposal for suspension of license.
5. The suspension lasts until the verification and the final decision.
Article 10

The invalidity and replacement of the license
1. The license is invalid for operation in railway transport when:

1.1. The operator bankrupts or liquidates;

1.2. Has completed the term of validity;

1.3. The letters in it, have become illegible or missing:

1.3.1Operator's name and address of its headquarters
1.3.2. Signature and seal of the relevant competent authority,
1.3.3. Date of commencement and/or the expiration of validity.
1.4. Replacement of the licenses shall be done at the request of the operator when declared lost, stolen, destroyed or lost validity under subparagraph 1.3 of this article.
1.5. Operator that requires replacement of a license under subparagraph 1.4 of the present article, which changes its name, or other data, certified by a court decision, business certificate and tax certificate for the continuation of the activity until conducting the necessary verification shall be given to him a temporary authorization within one (1) month.

1.6. After the verification, replacement licenses issued, with the same content, but with the other identification number while old license stored in the respective archive.
Article 11

Revocation of license
1. License for operation in railway transport shall be revoked when:
         1.1. The operator does not meet licensing criteria set by the law in force for railway sector.
1.1.1. When the operator does not meet the financial criteria of reliability shall be given to him up two (2) months for completion.
1.1.2. When the operator does not meet the criteria of professional competence shall be given    to him up two (2) months for the replacement and appointment of other persons.
1.2. Required by its owner;
1.3. The license holder does not comply with the applicable legislation that governs the field of railway transport;
1.4. The operator transfers the license to another operator;
1.5. It is proven that the operator has submitted incorrect information or falsified in relation to the information required for a license.
Article 12

Licensing fees
Issuance of licenses is free of charge during the first five years after entry into force of this Administrative Instruction.
                                                             
Article 13

                             The procedure, form and documents for application
Procedures for license issuance, all necessary forms and documents will be published on the website of the RRH, in Albanian, Serbian and English, two months after the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction.
Article 14

The publication of licenses
Licenses issued will be published on the website of the RRH.

                                                                       Entry into force
This Administrative Instruction shall enter into force on the day of signature by the Minister of Infrastructure.
