FOR ISSUING OF SECURITY CERTIFICATES AND SECURITY AUTHORIZATION FOR RAILWAY UNDERTAKINGS AND INFRASTRUCTURE MANAGERS 
Article1

                                                                 The purpose

This administrative instruction defines the conditions, criteria and procedures for the issuance, suspension and revocation of safety certificates for railway undertakings and security authorizations for rail infrastructure managers who conduct the activity of railway transport services in Kosovo.
Article 2

Scope of enforcement

1. Railway Regulatory Authority (RRA) is competent body for issuing safety certificates for railway undertakings and authorization security for rail infrastructure managers who conduct the activity of railway transport services in Kosovo.
2. RRA issues safety certificates for railway undertakings and authorization security for rail infrastructure managers in a transparent and non-discriminatory manner, not later than one hundred (120) days after receiving the request.
3. RRH issues safety certificates to operators of passengers railway transport, freight railway transport, railway mobile means maintenance and other special railway means no later than thirty (30) days after receipt.
                                                                     Article 3
                                   Types of authorization security in Kosovo
1. RRA issues these types of security authorizations for the railway infrastructure managers in Kosovo:
1.1 Security authorization for the functioning / operation of the railway networks and rail infrastructure (Security Authorization A);
1.2 Security authorization for the railway stations and stations for connection and disconnection of trains (Authorization of Security B);
1.3 Security authorization for the maintenance of warehouses for railway mobility means and other railway special means of maintenance (Security Authorization C);
1.4 Security authorization for  the combined operations of the railway network and  infrastructure, stations for connection and disconnection of trains, maintenance of the railway mobile means (Security Authorization D).
Article 4
European Security Authorizations
1. Valid security authorization that confirms receipt of the safety management system by the Infrastructure Manager issued by any organ of the European Union's security will be considered valid in Kosovo, if it is in compliance with legislation.
2. Upon acceptance for review of the European security authorization, RRA notifies the security holder of the authorization within thirty (30) days if security management system is in compliance with legislation.
3. The applicant requires acceptance of RRA that he has met (meet) the specific requirements necessary for safe design, maintenance and operation of railway infrastructure including maintenance and operation of traffic control and signaling system before it is allowed to operate.
                                                                                 Article 5
Security Authorizations of theTransport Observatory for the South - Eastern Europe (SEETO) 
1. Valid security authorization issued by a security body, participant in SEETO, signatory of the Transport Community Treaty, which confirms the acceptance of safety management system by the Infrastructure Manager, will be considered valid in Kosovo, if that is in accordance with domestic legislation, and the Ministry has or reaches an agreement with the relevant Ministry of that country for reciprocal recognition of security authorizations.
2. Upon acceptance for review of the SEETO security authorization, RRA notifies the security holder of the authorization within thirty (30) days if security management system is in compliance with legislation.
3. The applicant requires acceptance of RRA that he has met (meet) the specific requirements necessary for safe design, maintenance and operation of railway infrastructure including maintenance and operation of traffic control and signaling system before it is allowed to operate.
Article 6
  Security authorizations issued by other countries
1. Valid security authorization issued by any organ of security of other countries that confirms the acceptance of the safety management system by the Infrastructure Manager, will be considered valid in Kosovo, if it is in compliance with the legislation of Kosovo.
2. Upon acceptance for review of the security authorization issued by other countries, RRA notifies the security holder of the authorization within sixty (60) days if security management system is in accordance with the Kosovo legislation.
3. The applicant requires acceptance of RRA that he has met (meet) the specific requirements necessary for safe design, maintenance and operation of railway infrastructure including maintenance and operation of traffic control and signaling system before it is allowed to operate.
Article 7
Types of local security certificates
1. RRA issues these types of safety certificates for railway undertakings in Kosovo:
1.1 Security Certificates for railway transport service of passengers (security certificates U);

1.2 Security Certificates for railway transport service of goods (security certificates M);
1.3 Security Certificates for the combined railway transport service of passengers and goods (security certificates U + M);
1.4 Security certificates for maintenance of the railway mobile means, other special and movable means, (safety certificates S).
Article 8
European security certificate
1. Valid security certificate that confirms the acceptance of the safety management system by the operator, issued by any organ of the European Union's security shall be deemed valid in Kosovo, if it is in compliance with legislation.
2. Upon acceptance for review of the European security certificate, RRA notifies the security holder of the certificate within thirty (30) days if security management system is in compliance with legislation.
3. The applicant requires acceptance of ARH that he has met (meet) the specific requirements necessary for safe delivery of his own services in the respective network. These requirements have to do with the implementation of the technical specifications of interoperability (STI) and national safety rules, including the network operating rules, acceptance of staff certificates and authorization to operate the mobile means used by the applicant. Certification will be based on documentation submitted by the applicant, as described in the instruction for applicants.
Article 9
 Safety Certificate of the Transport Observatory
for the South- Eastern Europe (SEETO)
1. Valid safety certificate issued by any security body, participating in SEETO, signatory of the Transport Community Treaty, which confirms the acceptance of safety management system by the operator, will be considered valid in Kosovo if it is compatible with domestic legislation, and the Ministry has, or reach agreement with the respective Ministry of that country for the mutual recognition of safety certificates.
2. Upon acceptance for review of the security certificate - SEETO, RRA shall notify the holder of the security certificate within thirty (30) days if security management system is in compliance with legislation.
3. The applicant requires acceptance of ARH that he has met (meet) the specific requirements necessary for safe delivery of his own services in the respective network. These requirements have to do with the implementation of the technical specifications of interoperability (STI) and national safety rules, including the network operating rules, acceptance of staff certificates and authorization to operate the mobile means used by the applicant. Certification will be based on documentation submitted by the applicant, as described in the instruction for applicants.
                                                        Article 10
                             Safety Certificate issued by other countries
1. Valid safety certificate issued by any organ of the security of other countries to confirm receipt of the safety management system will be considered valid in Kosovo, if it is in compliance with legislation.
2. Upon acceptance for review of security certificates issued by other countries, RRA shall notify the holder of the security certificate within sixty (60) days if security management system is in compliance with legislation.
3. The applicant requires acceptance of ARH that he has met (meet) the specific requirements necessary for safe delivery of his own services in the respective network. These requirements have to do with the implementation of the technical specifications of interoperability (STI) and national safety rules, including the network operating rules, acceptance of staff certificates and authorization to operate the mobile means used by the applicant. Certification will be based on documentation submitted by the applicant, as described in the instruction for applicants.
                                                        Article 11
                Tariffs for security authorization and security certificate
1. Authorizations and security certificates are free three (3) years after the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction.
2. Expenditures of expert opinions required by RRA for the issuance of authorizations, certificates of safety will be covered by RRA.
3. If the opinion of the RRA expert's requires additional measures to be implemented by the applicant, in order to provide the authorization and issuance of security certificate, the applicant must cover the cost of expert opinion and the necessary measures that must be taken.
                                                                   Article 12

The necessary documents to apply for authorization and security certificate
Procedures for issuing authorizations, security certificates and all necessary forms and documents will be prepared by the security body within the RRA and will be published on the website of the RRA in English, Albanian and Serbian, two months after the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction
Article 13
Publication of authorizations and security certificates
Authorizations and safety certificates issued to railway infrastructure managers and railway operators will be published on the website of the RRA.
Article 14

This Administrative Instruction shall enter into force on the day of signature.
